●​ What does the German word mean? 
●​ Where did you find it? 
●​ Why do you think it’s used in the UK?

Dream Bedroom in 
German 

Design and label your dream bedroom, either drawing it 
by hand or creating a digital layout. Describe it in simple 
German sentences, using furniture and colour 
vocabulary. 

What to include: 

●​ At least 5 labelled furniture items (das Bett, der 
Schreibtisch...)​
 

●​ 3+ full sentences describing the room (Mein 
Zimmer ist groß. Es gibt einen Schrank. Die 
Wände sind blau.)​
 

●​ Use of prepositions like in, auf, neben if possible

●​ Main characters and actors (Die Hauptfigur ist...)
